The Truck and Coach Technology program at Bramalea Secondary School is a four-year program which provides a unique educational opportunity for students from all educational pathways including college, university, apprenticeship and the workplace.  The program will allow students to gain a combination of theory and lab experience as well as hands-on work in a variety of truck and coach manufacturer vehicles and system components.  Students will also have the opportunity to participate in the Ontario Youth Apprenticeship Program with experiential learning.  Students are selected on the basis of their interest, curiosity and enthusiasm for the transportation industry, specifically in Truck and Coach Technology careers.

· When students complete the package, they should highlight their experiences in technology. 
· Peel District School Board policy states that students who choose to leave a Regional Program must return to their "home" school, and may not continue at the Regional program school if they are not participating in the program.
Application Timeline & Process:

Friday, January 27, 2012 is the last day to submit your application for the Grade 9 Truck & Coach Technology Program at Bramalea Secondary School (due by 4:00 p.m. in the BSS (Guidance Office) or postmarked by January 27, 2012.
The completed application package must include:
· Application Cover Page and Student/Parent Input Page 
· A copy of your Grade 7 Final Report Card
· A copy of your Grade 8 term 1 Progress Report Card
· ONE Teacher Evaluation AND the Notice of Information form (sealed and submit with package) 

· A copy of your IEP (Individual Education Plan) if applicable
· Your cash/cheque for $25.00 (non-refundable) payable to Bramalea Secondary School
Week of January 27, 2012:  Applications will be reviewed, evaluated and ranked by the Truck & Coach Technology staff to select the most appropriate candidates.  
During the week of February 6, 2012:  All candidates who have applied will be notified by mail during this week.  Students who are offered a position in the Truck & Coach Technology program for September 2012 will receive a letter offering the position and course selection sheet.  Letters will also be sent to students who have been placed on a wait list, and to those who were not successful.  February 24, 2012 is the deadline for successful candidates to submit the $25.00 fee and accept placement in Truck & Coach Technology Program for the 2012-2013 school year.
