Teacher research re: parent involvement

The committee approved that up to $10,000 of the PIC's funding be dedicated to running focus groups with teachers on parent involvement. Carla Pereira will follow up with Dr. Christine Frank to determine next steps. 

PIC funding
The Ministry of Education has provided the Peel board with $43,987 in funding to support the work of the Parent Involvement Committee. The funding must be spent by June 30, 1010. $25,789 of this funding was rolled over from last year's budget.
Sponsorship of parent involvement event speakers
Committee members will help fund ($1,000) the keynote speaker for the board's Volunteer Recognition Event. They will also provide a thank-you gift ($1,200) from the committee in this year's volunteer appreciation gift bags.

A decision was also made to purchase "Word Wall" magnets to be used as giveaways at the board's Parent Literacy Conference ($1,600 plus tax).  Committee members will attend and staff the board's PIC booth at the conference on Saturday, April 10, 2010 at Stephen Lewis Secondary School. The committee had previously decided to sponsor the keynote speaker for this conference up to $1,000.
