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Thoughts about Water

With over 5 billion people on Earth drinking water, it’s a pretty drinking world.

Canada has about 14% of the world’s fresh water.

In some countries, there is not enough rainfall to nourish the crops.
In the Disierto de Atacama, Chili, in 1971 it rained for the first time in 400 years!
More than 200 million hours are spent each day by women and female children to collect water from distant, often polluted sources.
Poor people in the developing world pay on average 12 times more per liter of water than fellow citizens connected to municipal systems; these poverty-stricken people use less water, much of which is dirty and contaminated

Nearly 2/3 = 67% of the world’s children do not have safe water to drink.
